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	Endoscopic Dacryocystorhinostomy (DCR) is indicated for patients diagnosed with lacrimal sac or nasolacrimal duct obstruction (NLDO).1 This can be caused by chronic stenosis (postsaccal) of the nasolacrimal duct and can be congenital or acquired.2 
	There seems to be a greater prevalence in elderly women than men. Sprekelsen at al 2 hypothesised that long term use of cosmetics may be an important factor.2
