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	Percutaneous vertebroplasty (methyl methacrylate)
	- also known as percutaneous vertebroplasty, percutaneous polymethymethacrylate vertebroplasty, vertebroplasty, transpedicular polymethylmethacrylate vertebroplasty or by the acronyms PV or PTPV, PPV.
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	Percutaneous vertebroplasty is the injection of acrylic bone cement (polymethylmethacrylate; PMMA) into the vertebral body in order to relieve pain and/or stabilise the fractured vertebrae.
	Percutaneous vertebroplasty may be performed under general anaesthetic or more commonly, using conscious sedation (e.g. fentanyl and midazolam) and local anaesthesia affecting the skin, subcutaneous tissue and the periosteum of the vertebral body into 
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	Percutaneous vertebroplasty is an established practice in some countries and in six centres in the UK, although is a novel technique elsewhere in the UK. It is estimated that less than 10% orthopaedic specialists/radiologists are performing the procedure
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
