	Pituitary adenomas are benign slow growing tumours that arise within the pituitary gland.
	The manifestations of a pituitary tumour depend on the hormone secreted by the tumour as well as the pattern of growth of the tumour within the space in which the pituitary gland is lodged (sella turcica). For example larger tumours can result in indiv
