Thank you for the opportunity to review the assessment report for the continuous
subcutaneous insulin infusion for the treatment of diabetes. Are comments are
as follows:

a.. whilst it is correct that the fast-acting insulin analogues currently
available are aspart, lispro and glulisine, none of the studies referred to in
this report involve glulisine. We therefore feel that it is inappropriate to
include this insulin in the review of CSII therapy with analogue insulin.

b.. The report states that there is no evidence that MDI with analogue
insulins is superior to that with human insulins in type 2 patients, based on
the findings of the cochrane review by siebenhofer et all. However, we would
request that the Appraisal Committee also consider results of the study by
Raslova et a12,3 (references attached). This study showed that basal-bolus
therapy with insulin detemir and insulin aspart in type 2 patients gave
comparable glycaemic control to NPH and human soluble insulin, but with
significantly less nocturnal hypoglycaemia, less weight gain and lower
day-to-day variation in fasting plasma glucose. This study was not included in
the cochrane review as it's duration was 22 weeks, with siebenhofer et al only
considering studies of 24 weeks or longer.
